
Each event started with a story, told from a large, home-made  
storybook and accompanied by puppets of the story characters.  
 
Part 1 (suited to younger children age 5 - 8) 
The story “Down the Garden Path” is about Clare the Clever  
Centipede and the creatures in the compost bin, who meet 
some tiny children.  At the start of the story, the children 
imagine they are walking down the path, and when it is  
finished, they re-grow to their proper size. 

Part 2 (suited to children 8+ and families) 
The second part of the event is the “Bug Book Hunt”.  Families are 
given a quiz sheet and all the answers can be found in the books.  
The books are placed in plastic trays and hidden around the library.  
 

Example question 
Write down two creatures that eat worms. (Page 22.)  

Part 3 
A craft activity involving building bugs from compostable materials 
(newspaper, sugar paper and cardboard, raisins, old carrots and  
potatoes, garden twine and wood glue) completes the activity.  
 
Concertina worms (made like paper chains, folding one strip of paper 
over another) are particularly popular, as are scrunched up paper 
spiders with twine legs and carrot snails with a swirl of cardboard for 
a shell and raisin eyes.
