
Building a Fruit Machine 
 

The fruit machine itself is made from chipboard with four, equally-spaced panels (making the 
edges and defining the compartments) which can be slotted in and out to make transportation 
easier.  We glued and screwed parallel pieces of wood along the front panel and slotted the 
panels into this. Then give the fruit machine a base coat of paint. 

Decorate your fruit machine any way you like.  This one was 
decorated using multicoloured acrylic paints, plastic flowers and 
orange fluff. 
 
NOTE: if the edges are sharp, fluff or material pinned or glued 
along the edges prevents scratches. 

Materials required 
 

Three sets each containing  :  
· 2 green compostable items (we used grass cuttings in a clear plastic tub and apples) 
· 2 brown compostable items (we used twigs and eggboxes)  
· 1 Rubber worm 
 
An instrument which can make two different noises – we used a child’s tambourine 
 
Small prizes 
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How to play 
 
The game is for three players and 
an additional person to run the 
game. 
 
Each player stands in a “voting 
booth” . 
 
In each booth there should be two 
green items two brown items and a 
worm. 
 
The person running the game 
makes “thinking time” noise (by 
rattling the tambourine) and then  
a “vote” noise (by tapping the  
tambourine). On the second noise, 
each player must simultaneously hold up a random item. 
 
To win players need to hold up the right mix of items (one green, one brown and a worm).
