Playschemes

The Little Rotters Project spent the summer attending children’s playschemes
and events in the NW Leicestershire area. Four activities were on offer:
Composting Fruit Machine
Composting Quidditch
Crazy Compost Game
Worm Activities

Crazy Compost Game

This is a large play mat spread out on the floor. The aim of the game is, on
the roll of a dice, to walk around the stepping stones, through the different gar-
dens, to the compost bin in the centre.

Some stepping stones have pictures of compostable items (like orange peel or
eggshells) and enable you to move forward one or two steps. Other stones
have pictures of non-compostable items (such as jam jar or magazine) and
send you backwards. There are also purple “question” squares, on which
players must answer a compost-related question to move on. This game can
be played by 2-4 individuals standing on the mat, or in teams using counters,
and there are several play variations.

Worm Activities

A session with the wormery, enabling the children to study worms, their food
and habitat in detail. A “fascinating facts” about worms display board
accompanies the session.
